I John Penny Sr. believe myself to be in my seventy sixth year of my age make and say this my will in manner and form as it will read first.   I have given to my children that I had by my wife Sally Penny ten in in (sic) was the number.  Mary Coleman, Lincefield Penny, Sally Daniel, Lucy Deadman, Fanny Martin, John Penny, George Penny, William Penny, James Penny, Sucky [Susan] Daniel their full part of my estate except my grandson John Daniel I have given the said gran son a servant by by (sick) the name of Feebey (sic) with her increase and I know [now?] give unto said gran son a lot that I hold occupied by a free man of color by the name of Anthony Monroe.  After the said Monroe shall dye (sic) by Monroe [      ].  Now I will say what I will do for my friend Nancy Scott.  I give unto my friend Nancy Scott my farm I now live on being on the waters of Catharpin  said [  ? ] three hundred acres more or less as long as shall live and after her death to go to her two sons Montillion Scott and Persickless Scott ditto.   I also gave to my friend Nancy Scott a servant woman by the name of Mary and her two children, one by the name of Rubin and one by the name of Daniel.  I also gave to my friend Nancy Scott my servent man Larkin ditto I gave my servant Sally with her future increase to my said friend Nancy Scott.  I gave to the said Nancy Scott all my stock of horses, cattel (sic), sheep, hogs, household and kitchen furniture all plantation utensils of every description for the benefit of said Nancy Scott.  The said Nancy Scott is to pay all my just debts and she is not to be held to security if the will permit it.  This is my last will and testament written with my own hand and sealed with the same hand.

The last will and testament of John Penny deceased was proved by the oaths of Joshua Long and Samuel Alsup witnesses thereto and the same was proved by the same witnesses to be wholly in the handwriting of the said Penny whereupon the same is ordered to be recorded.  And on the motion of Nancy Scott who made oath thereto and together with Montillion Scott and Samuel Alsup her securities entered into and acknowledged a bond in the penalty of $3500 conditioned as the law directs certificate is granted for obtaining letters of administration on the estate after said John Penny made his will aforesaid answered in due form.
